But 
now, with a brief moment of freedom from the life 
he’s trapped in, he’s back home and ready to re-
claim what’s his, and break his every rule… Not 
even his hatred can stop the pull between them. But 
he’ll never forgive her... will he? 

The Last Second Chance by Lucy Score (B Paper-
back—$26). Blue Moon Series. There are two things 
Joey Greer is great at: Raising horses and holding 
grudges. Eight years ago, her high school 
sweetheart abandoned her, skipped out on his 
family, and fled to Hollywood. She vowed never to 
forgive or forget… Now big-shot screenwriter 
Jackson Pierce is back in Blue Moon demanding 
another chance. No place is safe from him. Not the 
stables. Not the only bar in town. Not even the 
clawfoot tub on her own deck… No matter how good 
it feels when he sneaks past her defenses to land a 
kiss or a compliment, she is determined to pretend 
he doesn’t exist. Except maybe when he’s naked in 
her bed… Jax can’t tell Joey the truth about the 
night he left. It would ruin far more than just their 
relationship. All he can do is sweep her off her 
reluctant feet with orgasms, flowers, bacon, and a 
rescue dog. Oh, and maybe handcuff himself to her 
for charity too… The Beautification Committee has a 
few tricks up its devious sleeve where Jax and Joey 
are concerned. Tricks that will either leave the past 
in the past or ensure these two lovebirds can never 
be in the same room again. 

Bad Bishop by L.J. Shen (B Paperback—$27). 
Society of Villains Series. He’s Deathless. She’s 
trying to find a reason to live. 
LILA: My innocence was ripped from me one fatal 
night under the starless sky, resulting in an  
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unwanted teenage pregnancy and a secret the 
Camorra must bury. So my father decided to hand 
me off to the highest bidder… The lucky winner? 
Tiernan Callaghan, psychopath extraordinaire. The 
Irish mafia prince wants me for all the wrong 
reasons: Alliance. Money. Prestige. War… I am but a 
pawn in his twisted game. The man who sits on a 
throne of his enemies’ skulls thinks I’m a weakling. 
Little does he know, in this chess game, the 
underdog wins… Because the thing about bad 
bishops? They protect good pawns. 

Totally and Completely Fine by Elissa Sussman 
(B Paperback—$27). Can you really find a once-in-
a-lifetime love... twice?... In her small Montana 
hometown, Lauren Parker has assumed a few 
different roles: teenage hellraiser; sister of superstar 
Gabe Parker; and most recently, tragically widowed 
single mother. She’s never cared much about labels 
or what people thought about her, but dealing with 
her grief has slowly revealed that she’s become 
adrift in her own life… Then she meets the 
devilishly handsome actor Ben Walsh on the set of 
her brother’s new movie. They have instant 
chemistry, and Lauren realizes that it has been far 
too long since someone has really and truly seen 
her. Her rebellious spirit spurs her to dive headfirst 
into her desire, but when a sexy encounter becomes 
something more, Lauren finds herself balancing old 
roles and new possibilities… There’s still plenty to 
contend with: her disapproving mother-in-law, the 
complications of Ben’s fame, and her daughter’s 
unpredictable moods. An unexpected fling seemed 
simple at the time—so when did everything with 
Ben get so complicated? And is there enough room 
in her life for the woman Lauren wants to be? 

How to Kill a Guy in Ten Dates by Shailee 
Thompson (Royal Paperback—Sprayed Edges—
$36). When cinephile Jamie Prescott attends a 
speed-dating event, she expects to meet some 
mediocre men and have a laugh—she doesn’t expect 
one of her dates to have his throat slit at her table 
during a blackout. When the lights come back on, 
there are more bodies on the floor and the doors are 
locked… Armed with makeshift weapons and her 
extensive knowledge of what not to do in a slasher, 
Jamie must figure out how to make it out of the 
building alive. But as the night progresses, she 
begins to suspect the killer is committing the 
slayings to woo one of the daters. Whatever 
happened to roses and perfume?... And why can’t 
Jamie stay focused on the important thing here, 
which is not getting murdered, instead of being 
distracted by a few hot guys? Especially if one of 
those hot guys happens to be the bad guy… Oops. 

Kulti by Marianna Zapata (B Paperback—$27). 
‘Trust me, I’ve wanted to punch you in the face a 
time or five’… When the man you worshipped as a 
kid becomes your coach, it’s supposed to be the 
greatest thing in the world… It didn’t take a week 
for twenty-seven-year-old Sal Casillas to wonder 
what she’d seen in the international soccer icon—
why she’d ever had his posters on her wall, or ever 
envisioned marrying him and having super-playing 
soccer babies… Sal had long ago gotten over the 
worst non-break-up in the history of imaginary 
relationships with a man that hadn’t known she’d 
existed. So she isn’t prepared for this version of 
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Reiner Kulti who shows up to her team’s season: a 
quiet, reclusive shadow of the explosive, passionate 
man he’d once been… Nothing could have prepared 
her for the man she got to know… Or the murderous 
urges he brought out in her… This was going to be 
the longest season of her life. 

Crime & Mystery & Thriller 
Book ‘Em, Eddie by Laurie Cass (Mass Market 
Paperback—$26). Bookmobile Cat Mystery Series. The 
Chilson library bookmobile has a new stop on its 
route: Honey Hollow Adult Foster Care. When 
librarian Minnie Hamilton learns that Honey Hollow 
is just down the road from an enclave of gorgeous 
Victorian homes, she decides she has to take a look, 
especially after she learns about identical houses 
that stood side by side, and were owned by twin 
siblings. But when Minnie and her rescue cat Eddie 
and the bookmobile take their scenic detour, Eddie 
uncharacteristically escapes from the bookmobile—
and finds a woman in the woods, horribly wounded 
with an arrow… Though Minnie desperately calls 9-
1-1, all too soon she realizes she was too late. The 
police seem ready to call the death a hunting 
accident, but Minnie can’t shake the feeling that foul 
play was involved, particularly given the woman’s 
final whispered words. With evidence lacking, Minnie 
and Eddie will have to claw their way through a 
thicket of suspects to find the truth. 

Woman Down by Colleen Hoover (20.8x14.0 Trade 
Paperback—$38). Her words used to set the page on 
fire. But a viral backlash over her latest film 
adaptation forced Petra Rose to take a hiatus, 
resulting in missed deadlines and an overdue 
mortgage. Branded a fraud and fame-hungry 
opportunist, she learned the hard way what happens 
when the internet turns on you. And she’s been 
uninspired to write ever since… Now, with her next 
suspense novel outlined and savings nearly gone, she 
retreats to a secluded lakeside cabin, hoping to find 
inspiration. It’s Petra’s last-ditch attempt to save her 
career—and herself… Then he shows up. Detective 
Nathaniel Saint arrives with disturbing news, his 
presence igniting a creativity in her she thought long 
since burned out. Petra’s words return in a rush, and 
her fictional cop character begins to mirror the very 
real cop who’s becoming her muse… Their ‘research’ 
sessions blur the lines between fantasy and reality. 
Each glance, every touch pulls Petra deeper into a 
world she thought she’d never lose herself in again. 
She’s never felt more alive. But inspiration this 
powerful comes at a cost… When Saint starts taking 
his role in her career a little too seriously, Petra’s 
forced to confront the chaos she created. But doing 
so could cost her more than the reputation she’s 
been trying to salvage. The reputation the world 
wrote for her—the reputation only she can reclaim.

So she hits the road, planning to 
stay with her brother until she can figure out her 
next move. But she doesn’t realize she’s heading 
straight into a blizzard… She never arrives at her 
destination… Stranded in rural Maine with a dead 
car and broken ankle, Tegan worries she’s made a 
terrible mistake. Then a miracle occurs: she is 
rescued by a couple who offers her a room in their

It’s wedding season in Cambridge, and 
librarian Molly Kimball is thrilled that it’s almost 
time for her best friend’s special day. With the help of 
her boyfriend Kieran Scott, she is determined to be 
the best maid of honor for Daisy and Tim. Daisy’s 
heart is set upon a Shakespeare-themed wedding to 
be held at Hazelhurst House, Kieran’s family’s home. 
The Scotts are also hosting a Shakespeare troupe for 
the summer, and the actors have kindly agreed to be 
part of the festivities… But all goes awry with the 
discovery of Sir Nigel Peck, a famous actor with a 
checkered past and present-day misdeeds, floating 
dead in the moat with flowers strewn around him, à 
la Ophelia. When Kieran’s brother Alan becomes a 
top suspect, Molly and company must investigate to 
uncover the ugly truth behind this picturesque 
scene... before more bodies pile up… Can Molly solve 
the murder before Daisy and Tim say ‘I do’? 

The Vanishing Place by Zoe Rankin (Royal Paper-
back—$35). Author Living in NZ. On the remote West 
Coast of the South Island, vast forests stretch out 
between mountain ranges and rugged beaches. 
There, in the small town of Koraha, not a lot happens 
—until a young girl with blood on her hands walks 
out of the bush and into the local store, collapsing to 
the floor… She can’t—or won’t—speak to anyone. It’s 
the town’s sole policeman who recognises her face. 
She looks exactly like a local girl who disappeared 
twenty years ago. She has the same red hair. The 
same green eyes… What horrors has she left behind 
in the bush? Who will come looking for her? And 
what secrets are about to come to light? 

Witch and Tell by Angela M. Sanders (Mass Market 
Paperback—$25). Witch Way Librarian Mysteries 
Series. Local librarian and apprentice witch Josie 
Way’s life is in shambles. Her magical abilities are on 
the fritz, and her relationship with sexy sheriff Sam 
Wilfred has cooled since she told him she’s a witch. 
On top of that, Josie senses a bad energy which 
seems to be interrupting her connection with the 
spellbound library books, usually her sure-fire way to 
get to the bottom of any mystery… When she wakes  
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to a fierce pounding in the library’s atrium, she 
hurries there—only to find a corpse. But after she 
goes for the phone to call Sam, she returns to the 
atrium to find the body gone—and all the doors and 
window are still locked. And that’s just the beginning 
of a mystery that features Josie as the prime suspect, 
several shady characters, and possible long-lost 
relatives. It’s just like the beginning of an old movie, 
but Josie will need a lot more direction than her 
grandmother’s magic lessons will provide. 

Fantasy & Paranormal Romance 
Beast Business by Ilona Andrews (Print-On-
Demand Paperback—Novella—$30). Hidden Legacy 
Series. Show as little as possible. Make them think 
that illusion is all you have. Your life depends on it… 
Augustine Montgomery is an Illusion Prime, the 
highest rank of magic user. The people who have 
seen his real face can be counted on the fingers of 
one hand. The people who’ve witnessed the full 
extent of his power are dead. Illusion isn’t just his 
brand of magic. It’s become his lifestyle… One day 
Diana Harrison walks into the office of Augustine’s 
premier PI corporation. Diana is also a Prime, a mage 
who bonds with animals through her magic and 
prefers their company to humans. Something 
precious has been stolen from House Harrison. 
Something Diana must recover at all costs before it 
perishes… Augustine is cold, rational, and 
calculating. He doesn’t get emotionally involved, but 
something about Diana disturbs the careful balance 
of Augustine’s inner world. She asks for his help, and 
he can’t refuse… Neither Augustine nor Diana are 
who they appear to be. Both would die to keep their 
secrets.

As a human living 
in Angelthene, a city of vampires, werewolves, 
witches, and other supernatural creatures, she 
always assumed her life would remain simple, 
predictable, and as safe as her world would allow… 
But when she barely escapes abduction at the hands 
of Darkslayers—supernatural bounty hunters—and 
one of her friends is taken in her place, Loren will do  
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whatever it takes to get her back… She’ll even 
accept help from Darien Cassel, leader of the most 
ruthless Darkslaying circle in the city. Darien is 
Loren’s only chance at finding her friend alive—if 
she can manage not to fall head-over-heels in love 
with him. Easier said than done… Their search for 
answers takes them deep into Angelthene’s corrupt 
underbelly to a dark secret that threatens to 
unravel their world… When tragedy strikes, can 
Loren learn that love makes an ordinary person do 
extraordinary things?

being used as a front; right under her feet is the lair 
of the decidedly disorganised—not to mention self-
absorbed and infuriatingly handsome—Havelock 
Renard… Havelock is everything Agnes doesn’t want 
in her life: chaos, mischief, and a little too much 
adventure. But as she gets to know him, she 
discovers he’s more than the dark magician of 
legend, and that she may be ready for a little 
intrigue, perhaps even romance.

There’s 
only one choice: go back in time… Caught between 
self-exile and an Alcatraz cell, Rachel Morgan must 
find an Atlantean mirror to reverse the curse and 
prove to Cincinnati’s brand-new witch coven that, 
no, she does not practice illicit magic. However, the 
only mirror of its kind in existence belonged to the 
insane demon Newt, forcing Rachel to go to the past 
to bargain with her for it… But the time-travel spell 
goes awry, dragging Elyse, the young leader of the 
coven, into the past with Rachel. They expect to 
land five years in the past but instead arrive two 
days before Rachel’s long-lost love, Kisten, dies. 
Heartbroken and torn, Rachel knows she can’t 
change the past… Even with no allies, Rachel still 
has one thing going for her: Cincinnati is her city, 
now and forever.

Arabella Lestrange is the most notorious 
dancer in Paris’ underground vampire cabaret—
until she falls for human Gideon Blake and he ruins 
her afterlife. Fleeing Paris, she relishes the certainty 
that Gideon’s cheeky, devil-may-care personality 
will eventually land him six feet under… But 150 
years later, Arabella bumps into Gideon and 
discovers he’s now a vampire too. This time, she’s 
determined to make him pay. And she likes her 
revenge as she likes her coffee: long, dark and 
dripping with blood… If only her meddling book-
club friends would stop scheming to get them 
together. Arabella is happy being alone, and she 
doesn’t need anyone. Especially not the annoyingly 
charming billionaire who broke her heart… When 
you can hold a grudge for eternity, is giving love a 
second chance a grave mistake? 

Dragon Cursed by Elise Kova (Royal Paperback—
$29). Dragon Cursed Duology. The moment you see 
a dragon is usually your last... Since the dragons 
emerged—along with the scourge that ravaged our 
lands and people—there’s only one human city that 
remains standing: Vingard… But the hellfire from 
above is nothing compared to the threat from 
within.

Guy 
Shadowfade is dead, and after a lifetime as the dark 
sorcerer’s right-hand, Violet Thistlewaite is 
determined to start over “not” as the fearsome 
Thornwitch, but as someone kind. Someone better. 
Someone good… The quaint town of Dragon’s Rest, 
Violet decides, will be her second chance—she’ll set 
down roots, open a flower shop, keep her sentient 
(mildly homicidal) houseplant in check, and prune 
dark magic from the twisted boughs of her life… 
Violet’s vibrant bouquets and cheerful 
enchantments soon charm the welcoming 
townsfolk, though nothing seems to impress the 
prickly yet dashingly handsome Nathaniel Marsh, 
an alchemist sharing her greenhouse. With a 
struggling business and his own second chance 
seemingly out of reach, Nathaniel has no time for 
flowers or frippery—and certainly none for the 
intriguing witch next door… When a mysterious 
blight endangers every living plant in Dragon’s Rest, 
Violet and Nathaniel must work together, through 
their fears, pasts, and growing feelings for one 
another, to save their community. But with a figure 
from her previous life knocking at her door and her 
secrets threatening to uproot everything she’s 
worked so hard to grow, Violet can’t help but 
wonder… does a former villain truly deserve a 
happily-ever-after?

Mortui vivos docent. The dead teach the living…
