In this tale, Katie helps an
airline pilot figure out what it is he really wants in a
partner by sending him to cooking school. Another
customer, a hotelier with a particularly overbearing
mother, arrives looking for a bit of freedom—and
space. Along the way, Katie learns that the work of
the Perfect Passion Company may be a little broader
in its scope than she had originally thought.

When Grumpy Met Sunshine by Charlotte Stein
(UK 21.7x13.5 Trade Paperback—$30). When grumpy
ex-footballer Alfie Harding gets badgered into selling
his memoirs, he knows he’s never going to be able to
write them. He hates revealing a single thing about
himself, is allergic to emotions, and can’t imagine
doing a good job of putting pen to paper. And so in
walks curvy, cheery, cute-as-heck ghost-writer Mabel
Willicker, who knows just how to sunshine and sass
her way into getting every little detail out of Alfie.
They banter and bicker their way to writing his life
story, both of them sure they’ll never be anything
other than at odds.
