The Sheriff’s 
department in Stillwater has already made a mistake 
by connecting the girls’ murders to those of a famous 
serial killer, refusing to consider the idea that the 
killer could be someone from town. Then another 
girl’s body is found, a red silk ribbon tied in her hair, 
and Nikki realizes that the killer has a connection to 
her own dark past, and the reason she left Stillwater.

There she 
visits her aunts’ old house and discovers some of her 
unstable mother’s belongings still languishing in the 
attic—dusty mementos harboring secrets of her 
harrowing past… Willa’s hopes for a respite are 
quickly crushed, not only by what she finds in that 
attic but also by what’s been found in the bayou… 
With waters dropping due to drought, mysterious
